


Application Process

Part of the uniqueness of WorldSport holiday/sporting events
is the flexibility we offer to every participating tour group.

Step 1

- Managers fill in the attached Carnival application form and
send it to WorldSport via email, fax or post.

Step 2

- After receiving a completed application form, WorldSport will
tailor-make a rugby/netball tour to suit the group’s particular
needs.

+ Extended tours (with extra matches) to other parts of
Queensland, Australia or indeed other countries can also be
arranged.

Step 3
» Adraft itinerary complying with all requests and other details

including leisure activities, etc., will then be sent to the
nominated address.

» Total and per head costs will be included in this round of
correspondence together with a list of inclusions.

Note : To this point the group is in no obligation to attend.

Step 4

» After the initial costing, one amendment will be allowed free
of charge, after which no further amendments will be allowed
until a deposit has been received (see table opposite).

» Should the group decide to participate in the 2009 event(s),
World-Sport must be notified as soon as possible and the
Carnival Deposit paid - $750. See payment table below.

* From 2009, groups flying to the Carnival MUST forward to
Worldsport an airfare deposit of AUD$60 per passenger (then
sent on to the various airlines) in order to secure seats and fix
the the airfare component of the tour cost.

Step 5

» By Fri 7th Feb all Non Local groups MUST have forwarded
a Progress Payment of 20% of the total our cost minus the
payments already received by Worldsport. Managers will be
sent a statement prior to this date informing of the amount to
be paid.

Step 6

* All Non Local teams will be informed of their airfare and
accommodation balance and this balance MUST be paid on
or before the 1st April 2009.

Step 7

+ Final balance of the total tour cost MUST be paid on or before
the 1st June 2009

Because tours vary in group size, length of stay, activity
choices, accommodation levels etc., it is impossible to provide
an average tour cost until an application has been received
and processed.

Amendments

Amendments must be made in writing — no exceptions.

As changes often involve a significant amount of time to amend
and recost the tour, we reserve the right to charge an amendment

fee for each change requested. Any ammendment after the 1st
June 2009 will incur a charge of $50.

Withdrawals

Withdrawals must be advised in writing.

Refunds

Refunds resulting from a team’s withdrawal as per the following:

* Until 7th Feb 2009 - Carnival deposit is refundable, less 10%
administration fee.

* After 7th Feb 2009 — Deposit and 25% of the Progess
Payment will be forfeited. Airfare refund only as per individual
airline policy.

« After 1st June 2009 — Airfare refund only as per airline
policy.

* After commencement of travel — No refunds under any
circumstances.
